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Publication of the Scientific Annual Report culminates our year of research and research management here at 
the Sant Joan de Déu Research Foundation. A year in which researchers, management staff, support staff, etc. 
have made it possible to continue the advancement of biomedical and social research in both paediatric and 
adult populations, with special focus on mental health.

The Sant Joan de Déu Research Foundation promotes and manages the research activity of all centres of 
the Order of Brothers Hospitallers of Saint John of God, in the Aragón-San Rafael Arcángel ecclesiastical 
province. While the vast part of this research takes place at the Institut de Recerca Sant Joan de Déu (IRSJD), 
the Foundation also supports the research carried out at other centres. This activity can be grouped into two 
broad research areas: 1) Social Research carried out primarily at the Sant Joan de Déu Teaching Campus, and 
2) General Medicine research undertaken by the various research groups at Sant Joan de Déu Health Park.

The 2019 Annual Report below offers an overview of the scientific activity of our consolidated and emerging 
research groups during the year, with a brief description of each and highlighting the most salient scientific 
projects and publications. 

For the first time this year, we have included pooled global data of all the research managed by the Sant Joan  
de Déu Research Foundation between 2017 and 2019.
